Girls learn skills that set them up for life

here was a time when girls were not allowed on the grounds of a
surf club. Today, it is quite a different story, of which the Hartland
family is a prime example.

Gladys Brook’s daughter, Desley, 68, never became a lifesaver herself but
her marriage to Ken Neil, patron of Maroochydore Surf Life Saving Club on
Queensland’s Sunshine Coast, would provide the basis for her daughter
and grandchildren’s love of the ocean.

Leigh Hartland, 45, received her bronze medal in 1999 at Alexandra
Headland, where her grandmother had also been an active member. She
is now age manager for Mooloolaba under-17s and is entering her third
year as the club’s first aid officer.

Daughter Elke, 19, has attended the national IRB titles for the past three
years and she helps with educating school groups. Youngest at 15,
Bronte is an under-17 Iron Woman competitor and competed in her first
Coolangatta Gold last year.

Desley, Leigh and Bronte all believe it was the skills and experience that they
gained through Surf Life Saving that taught them how to deal with everyday
situations, both on and off the beach, including being able to help at a recent
car accident.

“We drove past a pretty serious car crash just the other day and Bronte
was able to step in straight away,” proud mother Leigh said.

From tea makers
to calling the tune

The changing role of female volunteers

he Surf Life Saving movement is more than 100 years old

but it has only been 30 years since women were allowed

to do their minimum requirement bronze medallion to
become fully-fledged patrolling members.

In the early days, it was argued that women were not strong enough
to operate rescue equipment or swim in heavy surf. But many
worked behind the scenes serving afternoon teas and running
fundraisers. Others formed ladies’ surf clubs and competed in
carnivals and surf sports.

During the 1970s, many clubs were finding membership levels
dropping and some were on the verge of closing. Meetings were held
at various clubs to discuss the issue and on July 1, 1980, the national
council agreed that women would be accepted as full members.

The decision was a
significant change in
the development of Surf Life Saving and was
described as “one of the most far reaching items

of legislation within the Surf Life Saving association’s history.”

Seven hundred women became active volunteer Surf Lifesavers
in the three summers after 1980 and today women constitute
almost half of the movement’s membership. Women also now hold
important positions in all areas of Surf Life Saving, from honing their
skills competing at all levels in surf sports through being educated
to vital rescue services.
